School Meal Price Increase 
We have been advised by Edsential, our school meal provider, that the price of a school dinner will be increasing by 27p from 
1st April 2024. As a school, we will try to absorb some of that cost and therefore, the new price we will charge will be £3.05 
per meal from Monday 15th April, after the Easter holidays. Children in Reception, Year 1 & Year 2 will still qualify for a        
universal infant free school meal.  
Edsential are a non-profit community interest company and the price rise reflects inflationary increases across food and    
labour. We do appreciate your support of our school kitchen and it is due to our dinner numbers that we are able to continue 
to provide meals and snacks cooked on site.  
If your financial circumstances have changed and you think that your child might be eligible for an income-based free school 
meal, I would encourage you to apply online with the Council at https://www.cheshirewestandchester.gov.uk/residents/
education-and-learning/free-school-meals Eligible children will also receive help towards the costs of school trips and         
residentials.  

Farm Visits
