School Meal Price Increase 
We have been advised by Edsential, our school meal  provider, that the price of a school dinner will be increasing by 27p 
from 1st April 2024. As a school, we will try to absorb some of that cost and therefore, the new price we will charge will be 
£3.05 per meal from Monday 15th April, after the Easter holidays. Children in Reception, Year 1 & Year 2 will still qualify for 
a  universal infant free school meal.  
Please pay for school meals and snacks in advance by paying online into your child’s account via ParentMail. A slice of toast/
half a bagel is 35p and a bacon butty (Fridays only) is £1.

Next week, Class 1 will be visiting the farm on Thursday morning. Your child will need to come to school in their PE kit, ensur-
ing that he/she wears dark jogging bottoms (not shorts), due to the hay and long grass. Your child should wear a pair of train-
ers to school and bring a pair of wellies (preferable) or old trainers for the morning trip in a separate named bag. Your child 
will also need their school cardigan/jumper and a warm coat, scarf, hat and gloves. An extra/spare pair of socks would be a 
good idea to help keep feet warm! Thank you.
